Why be a Sower?

LHI strives to equip ministries worldwide so that we can bring as many
people into God's kingdom as possible. In 2019, LHI plans to give over
$80,000 to equip churches. While emergency needs and opportunities
arise, much of our support is provided on a monthly, scheduled basis.

In each month we give $1,300 to support a Bible training
center, 24 orphans, two mountain schools and disaster relief.

In , each month we give a varied amount of money to support
the distribution of Bibles, Pastor Maksim'’s living and ministry expenses,
‘big brother” orphan care and the publication of a Biblical newsletter.

In , each month we give $681 to support rent for 7
church meeting spaces and the distribution of Bibles.
